Records In: 
Area A Austin 1827-1835, Washington 1835 – 1837. Includes the area west of 

the west fork of the San Jacinto River and north of a line southwest 
from the mouth of Lake Creek to the Head of Pond Creek. 

Area B Austin 1827-1835; Harris 1835-January 1837, Washington January 
1837 –December 1837, Harris December 1837-January 1840. Includes 
the area west of the West Fork of the San Jacinto River, south of the 
line southwest of the mouth of Lake Creek, and north of a due east 
line from the head of Spring Creek. 

Area C Austin 1827-1835, Harris 1835-1840. Includes the area west of the 
west fork of the San Jacinto River and south of the due east line 
described in “A”. 

Area D Liberty 1831-1835, Harris 1835-1840. Includes the area east of the 
west fork of the San Jacinto and south of the due east line described in 
“B”. 

Area E Liberty 1831-1838, Includes the area east of the West fork of the San 
Jacinto River and north of north east line from the mouth of Lake 
Creek. 

Area F Liberty 1831-1835, Harris, 1835-1837, Liberty 1837-1838. Includes 
the area east of the west fork of the San Jacinto River except areas 
“D” and “E”.

Deeds since 1838, Marriages since 1838, Probates since 1838, District Court Minutes 1839 
to 1841 and since 1845. 
 
Liberty County records destroyed by fire in 1875 and damaged by storm in 1900.
